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Mawuvio’s Outreach April 2013 
 

 To mark the end of the second term, Mawuvio’s Outreach students 

went on an excursion to the Kotoka International Airport in Accra. The 

field trip was organized and funded by MOP secretary Elena 

Arosemena on her recent visit to MOP Ghana in late March.  

Students spent the morning at the airport where they received a tour 

from airport employees learning everything from security procedures to 

how baggage is loaded and returned to each passenger.  

The Kotoka International Airport is a short twenty minute drive from 

Kissemah Village and several students have previously had the 

opportunity to go to the airport to pick up volunteers and visitors arriving 

in the country. “It was nice to learn all the procedures and everything 

you have to go through before you are allowed to enter the airplane,” 

said Primary four student Benjamin Gborwosu. “I have been to the 

arrival hall before but I did not know what was happening like I do 

now.” 

All MOP students ages four to sixteen attended the excursion and 

everyone had their own reaction to the experience.
